Inspired by Leopold von Sacher-Masoch’s notorious erotic novel, Venus in Fur is a crackling
exploration of desire and control. David Ives’ saucy and sensational play pits actress against
playwright in a virtuosic display of seduction, cruelty, and gamesmanship.

When an actress arrives unscheduled for an audition, the writer/director grudgingly allows her to
try out for his new play, an adaptation of Sacher-Masoch’s novel. What begins as a normal audition
turns into an increasingly seductive battle for power. As the action shifts between the audition and
the play-within-a-play, the two engage in a cat and mouse game that blurs the edges of reality and
theatricality, dominance and subjugation, and pleasure and pain.

Erica Sullivan (Vanda) makes her Washington DC debut with Venus in Fur. She has appeared on
Broadway in In the Next Room or the vibrator play. Her regional credits include A Woman of No
Importance and Lulu at Yale Repertory Theatre; the title role in Sylvia at Long Wharf Theatre; and
Trouble and Hungry at Williamstown Theatre Festival. A graduate of the Yale School of Drama,
Ms. Sullivan’s film and television credits also include There Will Be Blood, Strong Medicine, and
Crossing Jordan.

Washington audiences will recognize Christian Conn (Thomas) from his recent turn as the title
role in The Liar (adapted by David Ives) as well as The Beaux’ Stratagem, both at The Shakespeare
Theatre Company. He has appeared on Broadway in Desire Under the EIms. His New York credits
include Nobody Likes the Mormons at Ars Nova and Pudd 'nhead Wilson and The Taming of the
Shrew at The Acting Company. Regionally, he has performed in leading roles in The Playboy of the
Western World at Hangar Theatre; The Lieutenant of Inishmore at Syracuse Stage; King Lear at
Indiana Repertory Theatre; and As You Like It, Romeo and Juliet, and The Merchant of Venice at
The Shakespeare Theatre of New Jersey, among others.

Venus in Fur is being directed by The Studio Theatre’s Artistic Director David Muse. The
creative team will include Blythe Quinlan (Set Designer), Jennifer Moeller (Costume
Designer), Michael Lincoln (Lighting Designer), and Matt Nielson (Sound Designer).
